They 
also need folks to do other errands, pick up prescrip-
tions, etc. You will need to fill out an application and 
background check. 
 

The Glen Ed Pantry could use more volunteers,  
ESPECIALLY for a new Monday-morning shift that 
will be handing out the free- and reduced-price 
school lunches for Edwardsville District 7. The shelf-
stable foods are being packaged by the school system 
and delivered to the pantry to hand out (hand out a 
week's worth every Monday.) Approximately 900 
kids (300 families) on this program. If you can help--
