Stewardship/Tithing Testimonial ... 
 
Father asked me to share my experience with tithing, so thanks for hearing my story.  
Being raised Methodist, we didn’t have a “Season of Stewardship” - Tithing was simply a 
way of life from birth.  From my earliest memories, I just knew that the church automatically re-
ceived 10% of every dime that came to me.  It never felt burdensome.  I always felt gratitude for 
the ability to receive and give.  When I was very young, I remember having a piggy bank and 
when someone would give me money for my birthday or a chore, I automatically put 10% into the 
church jar for the next week – it was just routine – nothing out of the ordinary.  The community – 
right here in Glen Carbon my entire life – was all church families – Protestant and Catholic – and 
we all gave to our churches.  We gave our time, our talent, and our treasures.  Most of our activi-
ties involved church functions together, too.  We had slumber parties many weekends, and we’d all 
go to church with whomever we were staying that night, and church clothes and money for collec-
tion were part of our packing!  I attended St. Cecilia’s with Pat Perry’s family, Al & Shirley Becker, 
and the Scheibals regularly and they attended my church, too.   We also had church picnics, danc-
es, weddings, baptisms, hayrides, baseball or football games, and special occasions all the time, 
and they were either at St. Cecilia Church Hall down the street at the original location, in my church 
basement on Sunset Avenue, or at Glen Crossing Ball Diamond, where Irwin Chapel now sits, and 
many churches joined together at all the events.  Everyone was proud of their community, their 
churches, and, yes, their taverns too, and we looked forward to being with friends and family on 
Sundays – several hours - and Wednesday evenings for us Protestants and any Catholic friends we 
brought. 
 
Then fast forward to my mid to late 20s.  I was married, no children yet, and we were buying land, 
building our house, paying off school debt, and deciding if we could afford children.  Our tithe was 
written into our budget just like every other “bill”.  It lost its feeling of gratitude. It now felt obliga-
tory and impossible.  But I couldn’t imagine NOT giving 10%, so we figured it out.  We were smart 
with our money and avoided debt, besides our home, and we managed.  Then, came our son when 
we were in our early 30s.  We wanted him raised Christian, so I continued attending church, we put 
him in a Lutheran grade school, and we gifted at both churches and the school but couldn’t do 
10%.  It became overwhelming, so we moved him to public school, and we left the church that had 
been part of my entire life.  Within 6 months of leaving my church and no longer tithing, we began 
experiencing financial hardships and got into debt – something I vowed we’d never do.  But the car 
had problems, 3 appliances went out within a few weeks, and debt piled up quickly.  Although 
many were struggling, I completely believe our family’s hardships were directly linked to no longer 
tithing or giving of our time, talent, and treasure!  So, at a time when money was a real struggle, 
we added a 10% tithe back into our budget and began to climb our way back out of the debt, 
which took 6 years, but it happened!  We also started volunteering more.  In addition, I attended a 
retreat on GRATITUDE, and I remembered that giving is a gift to ourselves.  When we give, we al-
so receive in so many ways!  And giving comes in so many forms – cleaning and sanitizing during 
this current time, leading a bible study, calling an elderly homebound parishioner, running errands 
for a sick friend, serving as a Liturgical Minister, singing in the choir (when we can again), etc.  I 
am so very thankful for my blessings and each of you here at St. Cecilia parish and all in the Ed-
wardsville-Glen Carbon community.  Thank you for letting me share my experience.
