Our Scrambled Gears Robotics Team re-
searched and worked with professionals to 
develop a solution to reduce the amount of 
water pollution generated by coal power 
plants.  The team created the WaterSpark to 
capture energy everytime it rains.  The Wa-
terSpark is a hydroelectric generator that 
charges portable batteries when rain flows 
through the downspout.  The batteries can 
then be used to charge cell phones.  This re-
sults in less water pollution by coal power 
plants because it reduces the demand for 
electricity.
