COVID-19 Safety Guidelines

Thank you for your continued adherence to the following Diocesan safety
guidelines when attending Mass:

e wearing a mask when entering and exiting
e maintaining 6 feet of distance between families
following the guidance of the ushers

I, too, have adhered strictly to the safety guidelines concerning the celebration
of Mass, and I will continue to do so, with one addition. In response to the
increase of cases in Madison County, I plan to begin wearing a mask when |
distribute communion.

Since it appears that we will need to continue with these safety practices for
some time, I would like to take this opportunity to ask you to assist with the
additional cleaning requirements due to COVID.

After each Mass, we are required to spray and wipe all the hard surfaces and
kneelers where someone sat. Daily Mass attendees each clean their own area
after Mass. We ask for 8 volunteers following weekend Masses to clean the
pews that have the kneeler down, indicating someone sat in that area. It only
takes about 10 minutes if we have 8 volunteers. Can you help?

If you are not physically able to clean, you can still help by putting down your
kneeler when you exit your pew to indicate that area needs to be cleaned. Take
your time as you exit the church. We are in no hurry; the ushers will hold back
the next pew while you safely put down your kneeler.

If we work together, and each do our part, we can continue to worship together
in a safe environment!

If you have any questions or comments about the safety guidelines, please
don’t hesitate to contact me.
